How to Criticize

‘ Every once in a while we go through a
- petiod of our common life where we need to re-
visit the question, “What's the best way to ex-
press a concern at Corinth?”

The prompt at the moment is the trial period for the
8:30 service. We have invited 8:30 worshipers to give their
feedback on the new format. Over three weeks I have now
collected eleven pages of e-mails and Pew to Pulpit cards,
commonly called “yellow cards.”

Where did those yellow cards come from, anyway?
Blame me. 1invented the “yellow card™ at my first congrega-
tion, Emanuel UCC in Thomasville, North Carolina. I'm sure
T adapted the idea from somewhere, but I don’t remember
where.

Human nature being what it is, across the years there
have been people who got the wrong idea. The “yellow card”
is not an excuse to fire anonymous, angry missiles. (I always
throw away unsigned cards.)

Nor is the “yellow card” a way to reinforce the con-
sutnetist attitude toward church. This isn’t a business com-
plaint card — “There was a hair in my pasta. The service was
slow. I'll find another restaurant.”

From the beginning, the feedback loop was a way to
remind me as pastor that even though church is not all about
you, it’s not all about me, either. It’s where we together seek
God, serve GGod, push each other toward him, learn how to
live in community. As pastot, I need to hear from you so
that we can journey together.

So perhaps a few fresh reminders are in order about
how to eriticize — nnot just in church, but in our families, on
the job, and, yes, even In a restaurant.

First, remember there are people on the receiving
end of that criticism. Give them the benefit of the doubt,
that they’re doing the best they can.

Second, affirm what you can. No situation is all bad.
Find the positives annd name them.

Third, remember the Golden Rule. Criticize the way
you'd like to be criticized. Rather than firing an explosive
missile at an enemy to gain his attention, imagine yourself
sitting down with a longtime, trusted friend. Soften your
words accordingly.

Finally, whenever possible, offer solutions and even
offer to be patt of the solution. “How can I help? Where
can [ server”

We're all on the same team here. Our focus this year
is on “loving others.” There’s a way to do just that — even in

the feedback loop.
