 Admittedly this is going to 
be shorter than all the stories 
ϥ could tell, but as ϥ reɳect on a 
ɈBobless Corinthɉ going 
forward, ϥ canɅt help but 
ponder the depths of 23 years 
working alongside him. When 
ϥ met Bob on our initial 
interview, there was no magic 
connection that happened; ϥ 

was a 27-year-old that was pretty skeptical 
about any senior pastors and ϥ had a ton of 
baggage from a fairly toxic staϜ environment at 
my last church. But over the years, Bob became 
my mentor. (As an asideɎif anyone says they are 
going to mentor you, run away fast! The best 
mentors happen organically).  

 ϥ learned that ɈCome by my oʛce for a 
minute, ϥɅd like to talk to youɉ didnɅt mean ϥ was 
in trouble for something. Bob just truly wanted 
to talk. Given that heɅs 17 years older than me, ϥ 
was never made to feel like the Ɉkidɉ on staϜ, 
and Bob readily asked for my thoughts on 
diϜerent matters.  

 ϥ learned that while building consensus is 
slow work, having everyoneɅs buy-in is incredibly 
valuable. So many Ɉleadersɉ tend to run over 
people on their way to a goal. Bob showed me 

that heɅd rather have them along for the ride, 
than as Ɉpavementɉ to be rolled over.  

 ϥ learned that even the harshest critic is 
worthy of your time and is someone Jesus 
loves. ϥ canɅt count how many times over the 
years someone has taken Bob to task over 
something in an incredibly un-Christ-like 
fashion, yet Bob graciously extended to them 
an opportunity to sit down and talk it outɎ
when ϥ would have rather just be done with 
them.  

 ϥ learned that relationships are more 
important than politics. This was seen most 
vividly when Bob and ϥ fell on opposite sides of 
our denominational association issue. Even 
though he disagreed with me, he continually 
reached out to me, valuing me more than his 
convictions on the issue.  

 And not because this is the end, but 
because thereɅs only so much space in the 
newsletterɎϥ learned that when it comes to 
worship style, love it all, because Jesus does. 
Bob has very speciɲc tastes about the songs he 
lovesɎjust ask him!! But, more than that, he 
just loves to sing to Jesus, regardless of the 
style. We love you Bob and weɅre sure going to 
miss you!
